11. Entertainment: Every Rotary club & district has parties & activities that provide diversion in
one's business life. Rotary holds conferences, conventions, assemblies & institutes that provide
entertainment in addition to Rotary information, education & service.

12. The Development of Social Skills: Every week & various events & functions, Rotary develops
one's personality, social skills & people skills. Rotary is for people who like people.

13. Family Programs: Rotary provides one of the world's largest youth exchange programs; high
school and college clubs for future Rotarians; opportunities for spouse involvement; & a host of
activities designed to help family members in growth & the development of
family values.

14. Vocational Skills: Every Rotarian is expected to take part in the growth &
development of his or her own profession or vocation; to serve on committees &
to teach youth about one's job or vocation. Rotary helps to make one a better
doctor, lawyer, teacher, etc.

They become better citizens of their countries in the
process.

17. Prestige: Rotary members are prominent people: leaders of business, the professions, art,
government, sports, military, religion & all disciplines. Rotary is the oldest & most prestigious service
club in the world. Its ranks include executives, managers, professionals - people who make decisions &
influence policy.

18. Nice People: Rotarians above all are nice people - the nicest people on the face of the earth. They
are important people who follow the policy of "it is nice to be important, but it is more important to be
nice."

19. The Absence of an "Official Creed": Rotary has no secret handshake, no secret policy, no
official creed, no secret meetings or rituals. It is an open society of men and women who simply believe
in helping others.

20. The Opportunity to Serve: Rotary is a service club. Its product is serving. Rotarians provide
community service to both local & international communities. This is perhaps the best reason for
becoming a Rotarian: the chance to do something for somebody else & to sense the self-fulfillment that
comes in the process and return of that satisfaction to one's own life. It is richly rewarding.

Third-Generation Rotarian Leads Springfield SE

Lori Johnson Murawski was installed as president of Springfield Southeast
Rotary on June 30 by her father, Rex Johnson, a past president of the club. Lori
is a third-generation Rotarian, who traces her Rotary roots back to a
grandfather who was born in 1886. This is an abbreviated version of the speech
she gave after being installed.

To have my own Dad install our board and me today is incredibly meaningful. I
cannot adequately express my thoughts and feelings about this full-circle
moment.

Lori Johnson Recently I attended my first-ever Rotary International Convention in Houston,

Murawskiand her  Texas, where I met Rotarians literally from all over the world. Iceland, Mexico,
Jather, Rex Canada, Japan, Nigeria, Australia and the list goes on. The international theme
for this Rotary Year is IMAGINE ROTARY, and that really speaks to me and I hope
will to you as well.

To quote a fellow Southeast Rotary friend of mine, I was born in Rotary diapers.
And at the time he said that to me in a kidding way, he did not know how true that
really is. I want to share a bit about my personal background for a minute to
connect those dots.

I am a third-generation Rotarian. Do you know any other third-
generation Rotarians? I think we are kind of a rare bird. My
Grandfather Arthur H Nations was born in 1886 and is my mom’s Lori and her
father. He was 60 when my mom was born, which was obviously grandfather, Arlyn
pretty unusual in those days, and unfortunately, he passed away when Johnson

my mom was 9 years old so I never had a chance to meet him. He was president of the
Rotary Club of El Paso, Texas. Here is a copy of his Rotary Membership Card. I got a
kick out of the BACK of his Rotary ID card which you can see here. Watch out for
imposter Rotarians!

My other granpop, Arlyn Johnson, was president-elect of the Rotary Club of Spencer,
Iowa, in 1958. Granpop was unable to serve in that role as planned due to a company
transfer. He is my Dad’s dad, and we had a special relationship over the years and
many philosophical debates about the world and how we could fix it.

My godfather and uncle, Dick Johnson, is my dad’s oldest brother. He served as
president of the Rotary Club of Tuscaloosa, Alabama, in the late 1990s.

My parents are Mary Anne Johnson and fellow Southeast Rotarian
and Past President Rex Johnson, who just installed our board. Dad g:g;dﬁzh::on
was president of this club in 1984- 85 and has been a member of our

" club for over 40 yrs.

And now we come to me, a former Rotaractor and now president of Southeast Rotary
for the upcoming year.

Parents Mary T indeed was born in Rotary diapers. It was literally in my DNA from both sides of

?:}T :szzd Rex my family and via many states in our country, not just Missouri.

When I think about Imagining Rotary I think about my Grandfather Arthur - could
he have ever imagined that he would have a granddaughter in 2022 installed as president of a Rotary
Club in Springfield Missouri? I do not think there was any chance that even seemed POSSIBLE to
him or probably even a good idea.

When Southeast started Rotaract in 1995, did we think we would see the fruits of that come back to
our club in 2022? Maybe. But it is because of so many fellow Rotarians around the world, around our
country, around our state, and around our district, that the groundwork was laid for that legacy to
come to fruition today. I think I am the first 'legacy’ president for our club, meaning the child of a
past president who is now going to serve as president. I feel that deeply and do not take that lightly.

From the Supreme Court ruling allowing Dr Sylvia Whitlock to join Rotary in 1987, to the first female
Rotary International President in 2022 in Jennifer Jones. Imagine that!

Where can we go this year Southeast? Where are YOU going to dedicate your time and efforts this
year? I am going to reconnect and get better connected with all of you. The relationships of Rotary
are the special sauce for me. I don't care if I am helping pack care packages at a district conference for
human trafficking survivors, or if I am eating boiled shrimp in a couple weeks at the shrimp feed, or if
I am learning something new about our community at a fantastic program over lunch. As my
husband says, it is the people in the seats and not what is on the plate that makes it special.

You guys are the instruments that make our symphony soar. Without your individual skills, resources
and engagement ... I am a lady standing around waving a baton conducting nothing. If only a few of us
play our instruments, we get off tune and all you hear is the tuba and a big drum. Not pretty. Together
we are a force to inspire and lead our community. I think we could all use a little inspiration, don't
you? It is contagious. But in a Good way!

I will do my best to keep all of us on the same page of music and playing at close to the same tempo. I
love our traditions and our history, and I am excited to make new memories with you. Let's Imagine
what is next!
