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Springfield Clubs Continue Diversity Initiative

In 2021, the Rotary
Clubs of Springfield
jointly undertook a new
diversity initiative to
expand awareness,
support empowerment,
increase inclusion within
¥ the community, and
support the Core Values
. of Rotary International.

One of the action items within this initiative was to partner with the Student African American
Brotherhood (SAAB), which is a national organization with more than 350 chapters in 41
states providing education-to-career support for young men of color at the collegiate and high
school levels to achieve lives of purpose and success. Core to this partnership was an initial
$5,000 investment in SAAB to join their Ambassador Council.

While Rotary is not set up to provide ongoing annual support to another organization, the
Springfield Rotary Clubs has approved investing an additional $4,500 to continuing our
support of SAAB for the 2022/23 Rotary Year. This is because of the positive impact SAAB is
making in our community and to recognize more work is needed.

The following clubs worked together on this: Springfield Southeast, Springfield Metro,
Springfield Downtown, Springfield North, Springfield Sunrise and Springfield Rotaract.

AGREED ACTION STEPS / OUTCOMES FROM THIS PARTNERSHIP:

1. Develop a pipeline and opportunity for minority students to learn about Rotary, which will
hopefully influence them to join Rotaract or at least someday become a Rotarian.

2. Provide SAAB access to invite Rotarians to attend functions or mixers with students as positive
role models, possible future mentors, or just develop friendships that could lead to meaningful
opportunities for these young men.

3. During the 2022/23 School Year, each club will have a SAAB Meeting Day where 4-5 students
attend and briefly introduce themselves. They will spread out within the membership to interact
and observe the program with Rotarians. SAAB representatives will also be invited to attend
the All-City Rotary meeting to be held during May 2023.

4. Both organizations will encourage their respective high school chapters (SAAB and Rotary
Interact) to hold at least one joint activity or meeting to foster collaboration and good will
within those schools.

5. A Rotary representative will be invited and participate on SAAB’s Ambassador Council
when held and as a Gold Level participant.
